3) Financial Report

a. Review of proposed funding for local projects - Bob presented a budget which would freeze the Town contribution at current levels into 2011. This budget would allow us to complete the website and continue event support, farmers market and image development/advertising.

Budget discussion evolved around the proposed Town contribution for 2011 which is in discussion and tentatively proposed at $11, 400 less than the 2010 Town contribution. A. Sinicropi and P. Same recommend a meeting with the Town Board to explain the LDC’s achievements and programs over that past year.

P. Same will facilitate that meeting, tentatively planned for 11/2 at 5 PM.

4) Old Business

a. CCC Update – Bob presented an article from the Auburn Citizen announcing CCC’s intention to come to Seneca Falls.
The Board discussed at length our efforts on behalf of CCC and Bob’s efforts in 2008/2009 to solicit FLCC’s expanded participation in programs in Seneca Falls and Seneca County which started with promise, but ended with no follow up from Finger Lakes Community College. 

Bob reviewed a series of meeting that he had with Dr. Risser and members of her management team to explore an opportunity for FLCC in Seneca County. These meetings and all communication ended with the opening of the Geneva campus at which time the LDC began pursuit of the possibility of working with CCC.

Dr. Sinicropi gave an update including a letter of support from the County welcoming CCC and offering support for their efforts.

b. Seneca Wine Tour Update – Total revenue exceeded $10,000 with 547 riders this past year. We also have a tour booked for the first Saturday of November for an additional 25 riders. We will bill the five wineries that participated this past year and will solicit wineries to participate for 2011 at the same $400 cost as presented in 2010.
