Old Business
Main Street Update – Submission Completed; The state has received nearly three time the number of submissions, for over 8X the amount of funding. The determination of which projects will be funded is due the end of July, but  is not truly expected until the fall. 
CCC – Augie has thanked Dr. Larsen for the conversations, we will see what response we get and look to reach out to others (if necessary) to develop education presence here in Seneca Falls. We will await follow up by CCC and decide at our next meeting appropriate steps.
New Businesses in town  
 Parker’s & Pete Mitchell – Two Buildings, Two requests.
Bull’s Run – Alex Orlando request
Happy Family Mark Lin – Assistance has been given concerning various Historic Preservation elements and marketing support.
Farm Market Overview of the first two Weeks – Ten vendors have signed on for the season, first two weeks have been productive and well received.  The Board agrees that People’s Park offers limited visibility, but we would have to consider changes before March of next year when we set up the year with the vendors.
Wine Tour Winery Response – 5 wineries on board for the year; Buttonwood, Cobblestone, Montezuma, Sheldrake Point and Knapp are on board. They will each be billed at the end of the season. Both Standing Stone and Kings Garden have expressed interest, but they cannot be worked into a cohesive “tour” that can be timely  for visitors.; Bob requested $100 for the cash drawer for the wine tour; Karen Beals provided funding. 
Board discussed wine exchange concept to provide wines from these “partner” wineries in the Village. The SFDC would have to handle the wines and would need to be licensed to handle the wine.
