3) Finance Report

4) Public Authority Accountability Act Update

a. Training Issues

i. Existing Training Schedule

Bob B. shared with the Board that a training schedule has been established for 2011. Sessions will be held in March in Albany, May in Buffalo and June in NYC. Dr. Sinicropi suggests that if no alter5native may be found, the Board plan on attendance at the Buffalo session in May.

Bob B. distributed to all Board members the electronic version of the Board Training Powerpoint presentation for their review.

ii. Customized Training

The City University of NY is offering customized training at a cost of between $1500 - $3000 for a single session.

Bob B. agreed to explore further options for setting up local training, webinar training and use of technology to facilitate this process, or offer the services of local experts who may be able to facilitate this program.
b. Registrations – The SFDC is registered with the PARIS accounting system and will be submitting all paperwork within the next 30 – 60 days as it becomes available.
c. Next Steps – Bob will follow up and continue to move towards full compliance with all ABO requirements and report back to the Board on training options and submission.
